The comedy of the Restoration age
was primarily written for the 2" ificial so-
ciety of the Restoration peind’ and is, in
ultimate analysis, a picture Of the elegant,
refined, cultured and narrow SOC1€tY of the
time. In outlook it is narrow, limited, and
confined to certain classes of SOCI€tY, par-
ticularly the fashionable class of the Res-
toration age and it presents the superficial
culture in an attractive, witty manner. Lo-

cal' colour and 'period' quality are present
in the comedy of manners. It has neither
the depth nior the range of Elizabethan com-
edy. Elizabethan comedy has been an
imaginative representation of men living ;
Restoration comedy is rather an anatomy
of life, not more a representation than a
commentary on life and on various social
schematisms.

. The primary aim of the comedy of
manners is to present the 'manners' of the
age. And manners here indicate not the

no two faces are alike. Ben Jonson in his
comedy aims at the presentation of certain
thumours' in whom whimsicalities, absur-
dities, oddities, anomalies and inconsis:
tencies are well-pronounced. Bén
Jonson's comedy of humours, in which
men's eccentricities of character are ex-
posed, may be regarded as striking a new
path, but even there the novelty is more
apparent than real, for there it is not char-
acter but an intricate plot that is corner-
stone of the drama. The range of charac-
ter in Elizabethan comedy is fairly wide
and some of the characters have univer-

Now I switch over to Restoration
comedy. The Restoration comedy of man-
ners is very much different from Elizabe-
than comedy.

We have this feeling, for instance,
about Congreve's Way, of the World  if
We compare that with Moliere's Le
Missanthrope. Congreve's play is his
masterpiece, but it is not a universal mas-
terpiece like Le Missanthrope, it is a play
of a particular time and place....... (But) we
do not have that feeling about Shakespeare,
even though in his 'golden comedies'
Shakespeare is unashamedly a mere en-
tertainer as Mr. Noel Coward or Mr.
terence Rattigan. .

‘ l( - When weread Shakespeare, or sgmé
of the few genuinely great plays by his
contemporaries-- to take some of T.S.
Eliot's choices. -we forget about the ele-
ment of local colour--We are caught up.in
an intense illusion of reality.” .

. .For the element of modernity, and for
the stamp of universality, Elizabethan
comedy is alive for all times to come. But
the comedy of manners is dated because
of the element of 'local colour' and 'period"
quality. They were primarily for the Res-
toration age and provided delights to the
gallants and gay butterflies of the time.
They leave us cold ; their value lies in
bringing back the artificial atmosphere of
pageantry and levity in the Restoration age.

- There are fears that if the constitu-
tion is reviewed, the constitution will be
hijacked. These fears are baseless.

(1)  The basic structure of the consti-
tution can never be changed.
(2)  The recommendations of the Re-
view Commission will be presented to the
parliament which is the supreme decision
making body in Indian Democracy.
(3), Article 368 clearly lays down that
aBill for amending the constitution has to
be passed in each House by a total mem-
bership of that House and by a majority of
not less than two thirds of the members
present and voting. Furthermore, the Bill
shall also require to be ratified by the leg-
islatures of not less than one half of the
States. _ ,
It this connection Prime Minister
Atal Bihari Vajpayee says, "Basic struc-
ture and core ideals of the constitution
are inviolable and will remain unchanged."
. Again, there is provision for judi-
cial review by the Apex Court.

Hence, constitution of the Review
Commission is justified.
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William Wordsworth .
- --"The High Priest of Nature

Nature has always been one of the
most favourite indulgences of the poets.
Nature provides inspiration, passion and
zest to the poets and they in return reflect
per various moods and manners. Poets all
through the ages have treated Nature in
different ways and in different perspectives
put the Romantic poets seem to surpass all
and they formed an exclusive school of
poetry devoted wholeheartedly to capture
Nature in all her glory and fantastic im-
age.

All the Romantic poets eulogised
Nature as per their own personal view-
point and understanding. If some captured
Nature in her idyllic mood, then another
painted her wild and fiery disposition.
But it was William Wordsworth who very
significantly and distinctly understood Na-
ture and spent his entire life in her glo-
rification. It was Wordsworth, who for
the very first time perceived the gran-
deur of Nature and as such, placed her

on a very high pedestal.
Wordsworth has often been re-
ferred to as the high priest of Nature.
His conception and attitude towards Na-
ture was very lofty and novel. In his hand,
Nature reached her height of glory and
development. Wordsworth regarded Na-
ture as a deity and source of inner spiri-
tual inspiration. Seeing Wordsworth's at-
tachment for Nature, De Quincey once
rightly remarked that, "Wordsworth has
his-passion for Nature fixed in his blood,
it was a necessity of his being; like that of
a mulberry left to the silkworm."
Wordsworth's portrayal of Nature was
not only just impeccable and precise but
he seemed to perceive an inner spirit that
dwells in Nature. He was thus, not only
an artist who painted Nature beautifully
with words but also a mystic.He seemed
to hold hourly communion with the spirit
that informed Nature. Wordsworth's un-
derstanding and knowledge of Nature was
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limitless, vast and marked by sincerity-and

genuine devotion. o
Taking into ' consideration
Wordsworth's intimate association with
Nature, it is therefore, needless to say that
his poems are overflooded with descrip-
tions of Nature: However, it must be added
that Wordsworth had to pass through vari-
ous stages before his final emergence as
the high priest of Nature. Asa youth,
Wordsworth was naturally attracted by the
physical beauty of Nature, her outward ap-
pearances, grandeur and colours. But as
years rolled by, and as he matured both in
physique and outlook, his attitude towards
Nature also took a more concrete and ma-
tured form. It was in this last phase of his
intellectual development when we see
Wordsworth for ever spiritualising the
moods of Nature and winning from them

- moral guidelines. And it was especially

striking to note that Wordsworth kept him-
self away from the strange and remote as-

“pects of the: earth and sky, and concen-
_ trated in the ordinary, familiar and every-

day moods of Nature. His poem- "The
Tintern Abbey" is in fact, the mirror that
reflects the Wordsworthian faith in total-
ity.

Many historians believe that
Wordsworth's view relating to Nature Wffs
very much influenced by Rousseau. In this
connection Legouis remarked, " In
Wordsworth, we find Rousseau's fund‘c?-
mental tenets : he has the same semi-myth.l'
cal faith in the goodness of Nature, his
ideas on education are almost identical."
For this reason, many of our literary histo-
rians want to place Wordsworth among the
numerous 'sons of Rousseau' who form the
main contingent of Romanticism. Some of
Wordsworth's best poems are "Lines
Composed above Tintern Abbey", "The
Sparrow’s Nest", "My Heart Leaps Up",
"The Solitary Reaper", 'Daffodils",
"Westminster Bridge" and there are many
others.

| ADOLF HITLER-

, After the abdication of William
\ Kaiser II, the republican government was
established in Germany. The republican
government was not fully supported by
the Germans. There were some political
! groups who were opposing the policies
! of the government from the very begin-
ning. Among those parties there was a
prominent party named the National So-
cialist German Workers party which was
led by Adolf Hitler. He was an ambi-
tious man who succeeded in commg to
power in 1933. As aresult of his rise,
the republican government collapsed.
The leader of these parties was
Adolf Hitler. He was born on April 20,
1889 in a very humble family of an
Austrian village. His father was an ordi-
nary employee in the octroi department.
On account of poverty, Hitler could not
get systematic and high education. His
. father wished that his son should go
for any government job, but Hitler was
fond of arts from the very beginning.
He, therefore, went to Vienna at the age
of 18 to learn painting and architecture.
In 1912, he went to Munich and started
the work of house painting. When the
first world war broke out in 1914, Hitler
joined the army of Bavaria and took

active part in the war in favour of the
central powers. The German government
gave him a war award named Iron Cross
for showing courage and bravery in the
battlefield. Hitler believed that the Ger-
man army could not be defeated by any
country.

He formed a small party with

the cooperation ofhis colleagues. Hitler

named his party National-Socialist
German Labour party. He was a Na-
tional Socialist. The abbreviation of the
word National Socialist is called "NAZI""
in the German language. The party of
Hitler was, therefore, called ‘the Nazi
party. Hitler also established two mili-
tary bodies for the smooth functioning
of the Nazi party and for the better
implementation of its programme.
Hitler made a plan to rise in re-
volt against the republican government
in 1923 On November 8, he revolted
along with Ludendorff. The government
cruelly crushed the revolt. Hitler was
arrested and sentenced to imprisonment
and wrote a book named "Mein Kamp"or
“My Fight". It was an autobiography of
Hitler, In this book, he narrated his fu-
ture plans in detail. This book was pub-
lished in 1925. It greatly influenced the

German people, It was called the Bible
by his supporters. '

Hitler wanted to establish the
third ReichIn Germany. His ultimate aim
was to form the greater Germany. It
meant that the provinces in which the
German language was spoken should be
merged in Germany. In other words,
Hitler wanted to merge Austria, Poland,
Czechoslovakia and Alsace in Germany
in order to form Greater Germany.

Hitler's aim was to organize the
Greater Germany on the basis of the
pure blood. According to him, the Aryan
race was the topmost race of the world
which was directly related withthe pure
blood. He considered the Jews as the
enemies of the Aryanrace. He, therefore,
hated them and decided to expel them
out of Germany.

Hitler was never ready to accept
that Germany was responsible for the
beginning of the first world war. Accord-
ing to him, the Allies were responsible
for the war. Hitler was a bitter apponent
of the Treaty of Versailles. He, there-
fore, included the opposition of the Treaty
of Versailles as an important element in
his programme. Hitler did not want that
Germany should pay the war indemnity.

The Allies had compelled Ger-
many to reduce her army, navy and air
force to the lowest point. Hitler op-
posed this decision. His aim was to in-
crease the military power of his nation.

Hitler considered France as the
greatest enemy of Germany. His plan was
to avenge the defeat of Germany in the
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first world war. He also hated Russia.
He wanted to gain the friendship Of
England and Italy against France and
Russia. He made "Swastika" the symbol
of his party. Gradually this symbol be-
came popular in Germany and it ap-
peared everywhere in Germany-- in the
market places and other public places.

By year-end 1924, Hitler was
freed from jail. After this, he spent his
whole ‘time in the organization and
propagation of his party during the Pe-
riod 1925-1929. When the economiC CI1-
sis arose in Germany in 1929, Hitler got
a golden opportunity to strengthen the
Nazi party. The membership of his party
also increased very rapidly. It reached
70 Lakhs in 1932. Hitler established the
"HitlerYouth Society". So, Hitler also de-
rived great support from the middle
class.

In 1932 the election was held
for the post of President. Hitler was an
applicant for this post and was defeated
with a few votes against Hindenburg.
The general elections were also held
this year for the parliament and the
Nazi party secured two hundred thirty
seats init. Consequently, it became the
largest party in parliament. Accordingly,
the President called Hitler to work as
the Chancellor and to form the ministry.
Hitler accepted the post of Chancellor
in January 1935 and formed his minis-
try with the cooperation ofthe National
party.

It might be stated that the hu-
miliating and harsh conditions of the

Treaty of Varsailles and burning hatred
of the Germans for the Treaty, economic
crisis, the rise of communism, dissatisfa-
ction among the people against the do.-
ings of the weimar Republic, the gen-
eral hatred for Jews in Germany and the
anti-Jewish policy of Hitler, his attrac-
tive personality and moving oratory, love
of the Germans for militarism, disunity
of the opposition parties and the support
of Hitler to the German traditions, -- a]|
these factors contributed to the rise of
Hitler and streng thening of the Nazi
party. Owing to the above factors, Hitler
could come into power, he became Chan-
cellor, and soon after the unquestioned
ruler of Germany and arbiter of the fate
of millions.

As regards the policy of Great Brit-
ain, C.D. Hazen writes : "In the eyes of
Britain, Germany. might have broken in-
ternational law by the militarisation of
the Rhinland, butit was not such a step
as to invite a world war".

With the rise of the Nazi party in
Germany, a sudeten German political party
had been formed in Czechoslovakia,
Which had become very powerful in no
time.

Hitler also encouraged this party.
He gave financial assistance and advice
to this party when needed. His ultimate
aim was to merge Czechoslovakia into
Germany and the German people of
that state might be helpful to him.

With the inspiration of Hitler, the
famous sudeten leader Nenalin put the
eight-point programme before the govern-

ment on April 24,1938. q

In this programme, he demanded
that the right of self-government shoul
be granted to all those territories where the
sudeten Germans were in majority. NOt
only this, he also demanded that the g0V~
ernment of Czechoslovakia should break
off her relations with France and she
should establish close relation with Ger-
many. In May 1938, Hitler began to col-
lect the German army on the Czechoslo-
vakian border Seeing the danger of Wwar,
Czechoslovakia also began her prepara-
tions. Meanwhile, England, France and
Russia gave warning to Germany not to
interfere in the affairs of Czecholovakia,
otherwise all of them would oppose her
activities.

As a result of the collapse of
Czechoslovakia, Poland touched German
boundaries on three sides. It was an alarm
of danger for the existence of Poland. In
the end of March Hitler demanded that
Poland should immediately return Danzing
to Germany and that Poland should allow
a passege in the Polish corridor to Germany
in order to establish her connection with
East Prussia.

As we have seen, Great Britain had
declared to give up the policy of appease-
ment and decided to resist the aggressive
policy of Hitler through military power. On
March 31 Chamberlin gave assurance of
the security of Poland.

After he formation of the non-ag-
gression pact with Russia, Hitler clearly
declared that the interests of England
wouldnot be adversely affected with his
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Polish invasion. But he also made it clear
that he couldnot give up the German inter-
ests which existed in Danging and the Pol-
ish corridor. He suggested to England not
to interfere in the affairs of Germany and
Poland. On the morning of September 1,
1939 Hitler ordered his armies to invade
Poland. The German armies acrossed the
Polish border. The army of Poland also
fought bravely. The British government
gave a warning to Hitler to withdraw his
army from Poland, otherwise she would
send her armies to assist Poland. Hitler did
not reply to the warning of England. Con-
Sequently, on September 3, 1939 at 11-15
hours, Great Britian also declared war
against Germany. Thus, the second world
war broke out in 1939.

\ The second world war broke out
I 1939 and continued for a long period of
SIX years. It came to end in 1945. It was
the most disastrous event of the world. In
real sense it was a great war in all respects.
In this war, the Axis powers were badly
defeated and the Allied powers came out
victorious.It greatly affected almost all as-
pects of human life as well as international
policies of that time. The second world war
profoundly affected the relative positions
of the European nations.

In the latter part of 1942 com-
mander Montangomarye had driven the
German and Italian soldiers from Iybie and
Tripoli. In the North Africa, the Anglo-
American force freed the French Colony,
Algeria. During 1943 the Allied force of
the commanders Isen Hower and

Montagomarye freed the whole of North
Africa and entered Italy. Italy was forced
to surrender. The German Army left Ttaly
(1943).

After the surrender of Italy the Al-
lied force made a plan to free the whole of
Europe. Army General Isen Hower and
Air chief Marshal Taddar were ordered to
attack Germany. But, Germany too was
ready for such an attack. In the mid of 1944
the soldiers of the Allied force landed in.
Normandy. After a fierce battle, Paris
came into the hands of the Allied force.
Commander Alexender's troops freed the
Southern part of France. Now commander
Isen Hower entered Germany, crossing the
Rhine. At the same time Russia troops at-
tacked Germany from the East. At this,
the defence wall of Germany was shat-
tered and Hitler committed suicide on April
1945. After a month Germany was com-
pelled to surrender without any condition.
Once again the victory flag of democracy
fluttered in the sky of Europe.

After the second world war, the
countries again realised the importance and
necessity of mutual cooperation. They
decided to solve their problems through
peaceful discussions, so that the danger
of war might be removed for ever and
peace might be established on World level.
The United Nations organization (U.N.O.)
which was established in 1945 was solely
based on this idea. Its fundamental aim
was to maintain international peace and se-
curity to develop friendly relations and in-
ternational cooperation.
