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The Internal Quality Assurance Cell, Khagarijan College, Nagaon, Assam, in the last five 

years has streamlined a good number of performance initiatives that transformed the 

knowledge base of the college to a new dimension. Within those performance initiatives, the 

signing of the Memorandum of Understanding with academic institutions, Industry partners 

and Government and Non-Government organisations is especially remarkable for dissemination 

of its vision and mission statement in near future.  

During the assessment period, especially from 2019-2020 onwards, the college has 

signed more than 38 Memorandum of Understanding with different stakeholders.

has tried to open self-finance courses. Accordingly, in 2015, the college has introduced Post 

Graduate Program in Assamese. Again in 2020-2021 sessions, it introduced UG program in 

Commerce, Bachelor of Computer Application and one Post Graduate Diploma in Computer 

Application under Gauhati University.
